WHOM WILL YOU  BLAME?
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Jesus said … ‘’I am the Way, the Truth and the Life; no man 
cometh unto the Father but by me,’’ 1 John 14:6

YOU CANNOT BLAME GOD for God is “not willing 
that any should perish.” II Peter 3:9.
He would have all men to be saved, “For God so loved the 
world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever 
believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting 
life.” John 3:16

YOU CANNOT BLAME THE LORD JESUS CHRIST 
for He said “I am come that they might have life.” John 
10:10 
“Him that cometh to Me I will in no wise cast out.” John 
6:37
 
YOU CANNOT SAY “I am not a sinner,” for God 
says:  “As by one man sin entered into the world, and death 
by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have 
sinned.” Romans 5:12 
 
YOU CANNOT SAY
  “I am doing the best I can,” 
      “I have turned over a new leaf ” 
         “I have a good heart,”
                “God is too good to punish me in Hell.” 
                       “I have done nothing worthy of Hell.” 
God says all your “righteousnesses are as �lthy rags”  in 
His sight. Isaiah 64:6. 
 “The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately 
(incurably) wicked.” Jeremiah 17:9.
 “There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but 
the end thereof are the ways of death.” 
Proverbs 14:12. 

YOU CANNOT SAY “I have not been warned,”  for 
this publication containing God’s Word is your warning 
and it may be your last. Search the scriptures and see if 
these things are so. If you are concerned about these 
matters it is God’s Spirit striving to show you your danger, 
your guilt and your helplessness. There is pardon for you 
today if you will have it. If you resist the Spirit, God says: 
“My Spirit shall not always strive with man.” Genesis 6:3.
 
YOU CANNOT SAY “There is plenty of time to 
settle this matter,” Listen to His solemn warning 
against delay, “because I have called, and ye refused; I 
have stretched out my hand, and no man 
regarded...Then shall they call upon Me, but I will not 
answer.”

for there is nothing that can keep a sinner from Christ 
if he wants to come to Him for salvation. Jesus says “Ye will 
not come to Me, that ye might have life.” John 5:40.
  
YOU MAY SAY “I do not believe in Hell.” But, my 
friend, two minutes in Hell amid the weeping, wailing and 
gnashing of teeth will change your mind.
You will realize then, as every one in Hell realizes today, 
that the Bible is the Word of God, that you are a sinner, 
that Christ died for sinners, that you could have been 
saved had you believed and accepted the Saviour of 
sinners as your own personal Saviour.  There are no 
unbelievers in Hell, but they believed—too late.

You may say you do not believe all this, but the mere fact 
that you do not believe it does not alter the facts. 

YOU ARE LEFT WITHOUT EXCUSE “What wilt thou say 
when He shall punish thee?” Jeremiah 13:21 The responsi-
bility where you spend  Eternity – (Heaven or Hell) is yours 
and yours alone.

Friend, listen! God is o�ering you mercy and pardon: 
God loves you, Christ died as a substitute for your sins 
on the cross. You have to receive Him for yourself; 
no-one can do it for you..you need to have repentance 
toward God and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ- But 
do it now – or whom will you blame?
